Introduction 

This brochure was produced in conjunction with Kai Tahu Ki Otago to indicate to prospective resource consent applicants the range of resource use activities that may affect Kai Tahu interests.

Kai Tahu ki Otago are the four papatipu runanga who exercise manawhenua over the Otago region.

Protocol

The Clutha District Council (CDC) entered into a protocol with Kai Tahu Ki Otago in 1997. The purpose being to define the process for facilitating Kai Tahu Ki Otago involvement in the resource consent process administered by the CDC.

Resource Management Act 1991

Section 6(e) of the RMA recognises the relationship of Maori and their culture and traditions with their ancestral lands, water, sites, waahi tapu and other taoka. Section 7(a) of the RMA also requires that particular regard be had to Kaitiakitanga.  Section 8 requires that the principles of the Treaty of Waitangi to be taken into account.

The CDC, as a Consent Authority, must consider these sections before granting a resource consent.

Ngai Tahu Claims Settlement Act 1998

The Crown, through the Ngai Tahu Claims Settlement Act 1998, has acknowledged a number of areas in the Clutha District that have special significance to Kai Tahu.  This acknowledgement recognises Kai Tahu’s cultural, spiritual, historic and traditional association with these areas.

These areas are as follows:

· Kuramea
(Lake Catlins)

· Mata-au 
(Clutha River)

· Pomahaka River

· Tokata 

(The Nuggets)

· Waihola/Waipori Wetlands

· The entire Clutha District Coastal margin

It is likely that iwi will be affected by any resource consent application for an activity within, adjacent to, or directly impacting upon any of these areas.

How to Begin Your Consultation

The Council can advise you if your activity for which you are seeking consent, is likely to be of interest to iwi.

The four papatipu runanga of Otago have established an office based in Dunedin to facilitate consultation between applicants and iwi, called Kai Tahu ki Otago Ltd (contact details on back of brochure). KTKO Ltd provides a service to resource consent applicants which is on a cost recovery basis. The initial 10min. is free to determine if iwi are affected.

If your activity is likely to affect iwi, then contact KTKO Ltd in order to initiate iwi consultation.

Range of Resource use activities that may impact on Kai Tahu interests.

Five key effects resulting from land use activities (including subdivision) have been identified by Kai Tahu in their Natural Resource Management Plan to be of possible concern.

· Effect of disposal of effluent on the environment, particularly the effect on water quality.

· Effect of land disturbance on sites of significance to Kai Tahu particularly waahi tapu and taoka.

· Effect of activities on landscapes of importance to Kai Tahu.

· Effect of activities on the coastal environment, lakes, rivers and wetlands and their margins.

· Effect of the removal of native vegetation.

Kai Tahu Ki Otago Natural Resource Management Plan is available at the Council and should be referred to whenever possible.

Consultation will also be required with Kai Tahu for any resource consent within, adjacent to, or directly impacting upon any of the statutory acknowledgement areas listed above.

Kai Tahu should be considered an affected party to a non-notified resource consent application in the following categories:

a) Any resource consent application for residential-style development in un-serviced zones that exceed the density requirement of the District Plan.

b) Any resource consent application for soil displacement activities that exceed the 3,000m( standard of the Rural Resource Area.

c) Any resource consent application within a landscape management area. In particular any application to erect structures on skylines.

d) Any resource consent application that is located within 20 metres of the mean high water springs or within 20 metres of a river, lake or wetland.

e) Any resource consent application for activities that exceed the standards in the Plan relating to the removal of indigenous vegetation.

f) Any resource consent application that applies to activities on the surface of water bodies.

g) Any resource consent application in the Coastal Resource Area.

h) Any resource consent application within, adjacent to, or directly impacting upon any of the statutory acknowledgement areas listed above.
